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Notes for working in Japan
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Osaka Kyoiku University does not allow our exchange students to start working

outside our campus for a certain period of time after their arrival to Japan. This rule is

applied so that it could keep international students away from potential risks that they
engage in undesirable employments without knowing and, in consequence, getting
themselves into troubles.

Therefore, please DO NOT apply for your working permit at the airport upon your
arrival. After a given period of time, if you plan to work, you may apply for the working

permit at the Immigration Bureau of Osaka by taking necessary procedures at OKU.

Then, you can start working.
